CCGPP Stakeholders,
At this time I would again like to update you on the current activities of the CCGPP.

The CCGPP continues to pursue completion of its initial project of developing literature syntheses on the various spinal regions.  The original 7anatomic literature syntheses are nearing completion.  The completed literature syntheses chapters were published in the Journal of Manipulation and Physiological Therapeutics (JMPT) in the November/December 2008 and January 2009 issues. This makes them available in the worldwide database of searchable, citable health care literature for use in the support of appropriate chiropractic care. Direct links to these published articles will soon be available at www.ccgpp.org for public review. 

These same completed literature syntheses have been submitted to the National Guidelines Clearinghouse for inclusion in that registry.  They are currently under review and we await their response.

The chapter on the thoracic spine is currently posted for its public commentary period.  The public comment periods on the cervical spine and imaging reports were recently closed. The comments received have been forwarded to the teams for consideration and implementation into those reports, if warranted.  The final reports will be posted on the CCGPP website when they are available, as well as being submitted for publication.
Dr. Cheryl Hawk is currently finishing up her consensus project on chiropractic pediatric care for the FCER. CCGPP is also in the final stages of completing a multidisciplinary consensus project for the ACA to define levels of chiropractic care. 

The Rapid Response Team has also been asked to address a variety of issues that have arisen in dealings with third party payers, guideline developers, etc. They continue to utilize the scientific literature to support the proper inclusion/implementation of chiropractic care in various health plans, guidelines, etc.
