Re: CCGPP Progress Report 

CCGPP Stakeholders,
It is time to once again to update you on the current activities of the CCGPP.

With the close of the public commentary period on the thoracic chapter, the CCGPP has completed its initial project of developing literature syntheses on the various spinal regions.  The original 7 anatomic literature syntheses have been completed. The teams are reviewing the comments received during the review process and will consider them for inclusion in this iteration or catalog them for the next iteration.  

The subluxation chapter is still awaiting the commencement of the ACC Subluxation Task Force.  The CCGPP is hopeful this cooperative effort will get underway shortly.

CCGPP is currently exploring ways to advance our Dissemination, Implementation, Evaluation and Revision (DIER) process.  We have been in discussion with Northwestern Health Sciences University on a potential webinar project designed to interactively educate field practitioners in the proper utilization of the literature syntheses for the defense of their care with third party payers. Also, the completed literature syntheses are still being reviewed by the National Guidelines Clearinghouse (NGC) for inclusion in that registry. Inclusion will make them more readily available in the worldwide database of searchable, citable health care literature for use in the support of appropriate chiropractic care. Currently, direct links to these articles published in JMPT are available at www.ccgpp.org for public review. Once accepted by the NGC, the syntheses will be released by the publisher as open access articles.

Dr. Cheryl Hawk, Commission Chair, has completed her consensus project on chiropractic pediatric care for the FCER.  That report should be published shortly and available for use when discussing chiropractic care of children.  CCGPP has also completed its multidisciplinary consensus project for the ACA on definitions of levels of chiropractic care. That report has been submitted to the ACA for consideration and, hopefully, adoption by the House of Delegates in September.

The CCGPP’s next consensus project will be on care for chronic/recurrent conditions. Currently, we are soliciting national and state associations for multidisciplinary experts to serve as panelists on this project. Due to the busy summer months, we have extended the recruitment deadline to September 15, 2009.  We are hoping to initiate the actual Delphi rounds in late September or early October. The Rapid Response Team has continued to be solicited to address a variety of issues that have arisen in dealings with third party payers, guideline developers, etc. Where appropriate, they continue to utilize the scientific literature to support the proper inclusion/implementation of chiropractic care in various health plans, guidelines, etc.
